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Mayor’s Youth Trust Fund – Application for Funding

Information for Applicants

The Hornsby Shire Council Mayors Youth Trust Fund aims to promote and support the social, physical, psychological, educational and cultural welfare of young people residing in the Shire.  The Fund provides financial assistance to young residents who have been selected to participate in an interstate or international sport, recreational, cultural or educational event.

Eligibility
· Applicants must be aged between 12 and 25 years of age, and studying full-time at a secondary or tertiary education institution, at the time of participating in the event for which funding assistance is requested.
· Applications will be accepted from individuals and/or groups.  Individual applicants must be residents of the Shire.  Group applicants may include school or community organisations, for example a school touring choir or a church study tour, and must comprise at least 75% residents of the Shire.
· Applicants must have been selected to participate in an event which aligns with the objectives of the Fund.  Preference will be given to events involving interstate or overseas travel.
· Relatives of Council employees are eligible to apply.

Application and Assessment
· Requests for financial assistance must be submitted on the official application form, and should be completed by the young person seeking funding.  Consideration will be given to applications received from coaches, teachers and/or parents on behalf of a young person or group of young people.
· Grants will comprise $300 for overseas events, $200 for interstate events and $100 for local events.  Group applications will be assessed according to the circumstances.
· Applications must be received by Council at least eight weeks prior to the proposed event (unless selection has been granted within that time).  Under no circumstances will consideration be given to requests for financial assistance received after the event has taken place.
· Applicants will be notified in writing of the outcome of their request.  Note that as funds are limited the Fund Committee reserves the right to limit a donation or decline to make a donation at its discretion.
· Recipients are required to write to Council on their return, outlining the highlights of the event for which they were funded.
